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Certificate in 
Christian Ministries
Academic Internship
The Certificate is an entry-level programme for those 
who haven’t studied at a tertiary level and/or would 
like to learn the basics of Christianity.

This course includes a Practical Ministry Internship 
and covers topics of discipleship, encountering the 
Bible, the basics of Christian belief, and putting your 
faith into action. You will develop knowledge, skills 
and experience bu connecting your own reflection 
of the Christian faith with real life practical contexts, 
equipping you for service in the church.

Your core academic courses will be taught in one-
week block courses in wellington through semester 
one and two. Weekly online tutorials will support you 
as you move through the semester and complete 
your assessments.

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Diploma in  
Christian Studies
Academic Leadership Course
The Diploma is designed to go deeper into 
developing their biblical and theological 
understanding, their discipleship and their practical 
leadership. This course included a Practical 
Leadership Internship and covers topics of reading 
the Bible, engaging theology, spiritual formation, 
Christian leadership and mission.

This course is equivalent to a first-year university 
level programme. It can form the first year of a full 
Bachelor of Theology with Laidlaw College or 
staircase into further study pathways.

Your core academic courses will be taught by 
distance learning, including the option to attend 
lectures either via Zoom or at a Laidlaw campus in 
Christchurch or Auckland. Regular online tutorials 
will support you as you move through the semester 
and complete your assessments.

Practical Internship
The Practical course allows students to gain 
ministry experience in an environment where 
students are challenged to grow in their skills and 
operate with increased effectiveness for ministry. 
In the Certificate and Diploma courses, students 
will be allocated a study day. For those within the 
practical stream, students will exchange this day 
for a practical day. This allows students to have 
bigger portfolios where they can use the skills they 
are learning in a fast-paced office environment, 
often alongside a team.

Identical to the Certificate and Diploma 
programme, students will have a supervisor and 
mentor that they will meet with regularly.

We recommend first years complete the 
Certificate or Diploma course option and then 
continue onwards to the Practical stream within 
their second and third  years.

The Arise Night School is a one year course that 
is designed to empower, equip and release a new 
wave of ministers and leaders. Night School is a 
place of transformation, discipleship and growth. It 
is an investment in to your destiny, and the destiny of 
those in your God-given circles of influence.

Entirely online, Night School is intentionally 
accessible for those who have busy lifestyles, 
whether that be in full-time careers, other studies, 
parenting or otherwise.
